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Course Withdrawal Form
Students who drop a course(s) within the first 10% of the course, will have no notation on the transcript. Students who drop a course(s) within the first 11-50% of the course will have a grade of “W” (withdrawn) noted on the transcript. Students who drop after the 50% date will have a grade of “WP” (withdrawn passing) or “WF” (withdrawn failing) noted on the transcript. “WP” will be recorded if they are passing the course at the time of the withdrawal and “WF” will be recorded if they are failing the course at the time of the withdrawal. Because MPH courses vary in length, the 10% and 50% deadline dates are computed based on the length of the actual course, not the term dates.
Please note, “W”, “WP” and “WF” are not computed in the student’s GPA. However, “WF” grades will be treated as course failures when determinations of academic progress are made.
