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e A Section in T4 holds the content types that make up a web page. You can think of it as a web page.
o Yellow Sections are active and correspond to the left navigation of your website.

e A Section can be a “Parent” and hold other “child” sections or pages.

e A gray section has been taken out of navigation and is not visible on the website.
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[ﬁj e A Link Section is a special section that contains no content, but links to another Section. It is used
to improve navigation.
